Prepared speech
[bookmark: _GoBack]For this exercise you will prepare a 3-5 minute speech about the assigned topic. The speech will be given in class and you will have to turn in your manuscript using a minimum of 5 references (WIKI does not count) and citing in the APA style using http://www.citationmachine.net/ if you need help. You will be graded using the rubric given. 
The written manuscript will be 100 points. The speech should begin with a story to relate the audience to what you are about to talk about. There should be a minimum of three main points of information as to why this topic is important. The conclusion should wrap up the three points and explain again the importance of the topic. 
The speech does not have to be memorized but you should be able to use notecards only to keep your place and not to read from directly. The speech will be given during class on Tuesday September 15th. Class time should be used wisely. In the event the class is not being productive, the speech will be due at the beginning of the following class period.  Be prepared to answer 1-3 questions about your speech.
